18e Forum International pour flûte et piano

Diekirch / Luxembourg

- International summercourse -

The 18th edition of the International Forum for flute and piano took place this summer in the small Luxemburgish town Diekirch. 

As in the past, this international summercourse was a great success, attracting 43 young musicians from all over the world to study for 10 days in Luxembourg under supervision of well-known musicians and pedagogues.

As flute professors appeared the French flutist Jean-Claude Gérard, professor at the “Musikhochschule Stuttgart”,  the Dutch flutist Mia Dreese,  professor at the “Conservatorium Groningen” as well as the artistic director of Forum International, the Luxemburgish flutist and conductor Carlo Jans, professor at Luxembourg Conservatory and lecturer for flute at the “Musikhochschule Saarbrücken “.

Accompanists have been Zénon Bialas and Katrin Reifenrath from Luxembourg Conservatory.

The American pianist Daniel Blumenthal, professor at the “Royal Flemish Conservatory Brussels” and the German pianist Thomas Duis, “Musikhochschule Saarbrücken”  were  in charge of the piano classes.

31 flutists ( from Belgium, France, Germany, Czech Republic, Latvia, The Netherlands, Lithuania, Roumania, Bellorussia, Danemark, Italy, Slovakia, and Luxembourg)  and 12 pianists (from Japan, Portugal, Belgium, France,  Netherlands, Kirghizistan and Luxembourg) took part in this summercourse and had the chance to work with their professors and to present their program in 5 concerts.

Lessons

Each day, everyone of the participants had an individual lesson and a group lesson with one or more of the professors.

The flutists had the occasion each morning, to follow the technical lessons of Carlo Jans, based on breathing exercises, tone develoment , contemporary technics, digital exercises… 

In the afternoon, working of the repertoire with the flute teachers and pianists

Concerts – Conference

At the opening concert, the professors hat the chance to introduce themselves to their students.The concert took place at the Old church St.Laurentius on 30th of july.

The Dutch flutist Mia Dreese presented a solo-recital – conference. Her theme was the history of the manufacture of the flute, presented on eight different flutes of different periods.

The participants had the occasion to perform in concert at  four Lunch concerts, one concert in the Castle of Erpeldange and at the final concert in Diekirch.

Exposition

The japanese flute maker Haruo Uesawa from “Musikatelier Uesawa / München” made an exposition of finest instruments in silver, gold and wood of Sankyo, Pearl, Muramatsu, Miyazawa, Nahagara…
