16th Forum International for flute and piano

Diekirch / Luxembourg

30th of July to 8th of August 2004

- Summary -

The 16th edition of the International Forum for flute and piano took place this summer in the small Luxemburgish town Diekirch. 

As in the past, this international summercourse was a great success, attracting 26 young musicians from all over the world to study for 10 days in Luxembourg under supervision of well-known musicians and pedagogues.

As flute professors appeared the Belgian flutist Gaby Pas – Van Riet, soloist at “Stuttgart Radio Symphony Orchestra” and professor at the “Musikhochschule Saarbrücken”, as well as the artistic director of Forum International, the Luxemburgish flutist and conductor Carlo Jans, professor at Luxembourg Conservatory and flute lecturer at the “Musikhochschule Saarbrücken “. 

Accompanists Zénon Bialas and Katrin Reifenrath from Luxembourg Conservatory contributed their work, knowledge and experience to the courses.

The American pianist Daniel Blumenthal, professor at the “Royal Flemish Conservatory Brussels” was in charge of the piano class.

18 flutists (from Belgium, France, Germany, Czech Republic, Latvia, The Netherlands, Japan and Luxembourg) and 8 pianists (from Belgium, France, Portugal and Luxembourg) took part in this summercourse and had the chance to work with their professors and to present their program in 5 concerts.
